Dear Governor Schwarzenegger, 
 
 
  SB 435 has been modified from a mandatory smog check bill for motorcycles into 
a noise bill. There are already laws on the books that allow Law Enforcement 
Officers to cite excessively loud motorcycles. As I understand it, the new proposal 
would allow citations to be written for any motorcycle exhaust without EPA label 
that comes with original equipment. This label was never intended to be used for 
enforcement purposes and is not easily visible.  
  Governor Schwarzenegger we urge you to VETO this bill. You must know as an 
avid motorcycle rider yourself that loud pipes save lives. There has been Law 
Enforcement from other counties that were giving grants to modify their 
ƳƻǘƻǊŎȅŎƭŜǎ ŘǳŜ ǘƻ hŦŦƛŎŜǊΩǎ ŜƛǘƘŜǊ ƪƛƭƭŜŘ ƻǊ ƛƴƧǳǊŜŘ ŦǊƻƳ ŀƴƻǘƘŜǊ ƳƻǘƻǊƛǎǘ ƴƻǘ 
hearing them.
